Yattani on the best part of ministering in Kenya … … 
“The joy of serving, loving, living among, and sharing our 

lives with communities is the best part … seeing God’s love 

penetrating through lives of many orphaned children getting food, 

knowledge, and education.  Making a little impact, walking along 

with local partners in doing community development, and doing 

kitchen gardening for vulnerable HIV/AIDS affected families are 

some of our joys in serving here.”   

  (Yattani Gollo Yattani was born into a nomadic family in 

Ethiopia.  He came to Christ through a missionary in northern 

Kenya and was helped by Christians to go through high school and 

Bible school.) 
 

Yattani on the hardest part of ministering in Kenya … 
“Discouragement is one of the biggest oppressions.  There is 

a lot of spiritual warfare with our work.  The work is sometimes 

slow and requires lots of patience.” 
 

Yattani on what life is like in Kenya … 
“Life in Kenya is good.  It is a beautiful country.  Kenya is a 

vast country with over 30 million people.  There are 42 tribes in 

Kenya.  Where CBM works in the northeast province is one of the 

remotest places in Kenya.  It is pretty hot most of the year (35 to 

40 degrees celsius).  The staple foods here are maize, beans, and 

rice.  Most poor people depend on the government relief.  The 

Somali community also depends on camel milk (those who have), 

goats, and cows.” 

“The people we work with are Kenyan Somalis and also 

refugees from the war-torn Somalia.  There are nearly 300,000 

refugees in Dadaab, which is around 80 km. from the border of 

Somalia.  Through a partnership with the mission hospital, we serve 

hundreds of children who have disabilities in the camps through 

surgeries and counseling.”

“We appreciate your prayers very much.  Your prayers and 

encouragement in whatever God leads you are appreciated.  Come 

and visit.  Experience, share skills, and serve the communities here 

with your God-given gifts if God opens the door.”
