CBM Missionary 
in South America 

 
Faith on why she went into missions work … 

“As a young adult, I felt a call to missions; but God had other plans, 

and I married a Presbyterian minister, and we have four children.  My marriage 

ended sadly in 1996; and I really felt as though my ministry was over, that God 

couldn’t use someone who was a failure (as I saw myself at that point).  My 

church, Spring Garden Baptist in Toronto, was taking a short-term mission trip 

to Armenia, Colombia in 1999, following a serious earthquake there.  I joined 

that team; and that began a love affair with Colombia, South America, and the 

Spanish language for me.  It was during that trip that God showed me that He 

didn’t expect me to be perfect – and that He had exciting plans for the future for 

me.  I returned several times to Armenia, praying about what God was saying to 

me about going there on a longer term basis.  In 2001 I retired at 55 from my 

job as a psychiatric nurse in a hospital near Toronto, sold my house, and began 

to spend most of each year in Colombia.  During that time I studied the 

language and spent many hours in prayer for the community where I was 

working.  It was a time when God taught me that prayer ministry is crucial and 

even when I felt that I wasn’t ‘doing’ anything, that I was actually engaged in 

the most important work there was!  In 2004 I joined CBM and began my 

ministry in Bolivia, since Colombia was not a country that CBM was working in.  

My fluency in the Spanish language made it possible for me to travel and teach 

the program I had developed, The Groups of Hope.  Since then I have gone to 

Bolivia each year, and August 2nd I will leave for the fifth time.” 

Faith on the best part of ministering in South America … 
“I love the Spanish language – it is so musical – so being able to use it 

and improve it each year is wonderful.  I love the people in Bolivia and 

Colombia.  They are very welcoming and patient with my language mistakes; 

and it is so wonderful to see God changing lives, as people open themselves up 

to Him and to His healing.  The country is wonderful … mountains and scenery 

that is so spectacular.” 

Faith on what life is like in South America … 
“Life is hard at times because there are many people who are living in 

poverty.  As is the case in many places, the price of bread and flour has risen - 

and the poor are the ones who feel that the most.  Many people have left the 

farms and rural towns to try to find work in the cities, and life is hard for them 

when they come – without jobs, often forced to beg on the streets.   

You will probably recognize the ‘manana’ word – the attitude that things 

will happen when they happen, either today or tomorrow or the next day.  It 

means that a meeting that is to start at 0900 might get going at 1030 … and I 

might be alone in the church waiting for an hour before anyone comes.”
