“We enjoy communication with people and congregations from Canada.  We 
have been on the mission field for quite a while, and communication is a lot 
easier than it used to be, that's for sure.  It used to take us about half a day 
just to book a phone call!  Now email and skype make everything so cheap and 
easy.  We love it.  
 
We love showing Canadians how the church functions here in Kenya.  It's 
always a bit of a surprise to see Canadians realize that the church here is very 
active and very vibrant.  The church here is often the focal point in the 
community; and it tends to lead the way in being the social safety net, 
especially for those orphaned or widowed by AIDS or other circumstances. It is 
heartening to see Canadian Christians take this knowledge and try to translate 
it back into the Canadian context.  
 
We miss family and friends.  We've worked hard to make a life for ourselves 
here in Kenya, and there isn't much we miss in terms of things.  Kenya is a 
great place to live, and we are delighted to be here.  But family, especially now 
that our children live in Canada, is something we miss deeply, especially at 
holiday times.  We were back in Canada last year from July until the end of 
December, and it was so wonderful to be home in New Brunswick for part of 
that time (Christmas, of course), seeing our parents, our brothers and sisters, 
our own kids, and lots of nieces and nephews.   
 
In addition, we miss winter and the change of seasons.  There are times when 
I'd sure love to see a snowfall, and to get my skis or snowshoes out!  Hard to 
believe, I'm sure, but very true, I assure you!  
 
Here are a few prayer requests that you can share with the others at your 
church: 

1. Pray for our children in Canada, Chelsea, Connie, and Cody, that they will 
be safe, but also that they'll be good ambassadors for Jesus Christ in 
Toronto and elsewhere.  

2. Pray for Caleb, as he continues his studies in high school here.
