Greetings from Rwanda! Here we are
with Colin’s dad who did a superb job caring for
our children while we went to CBM’s
conference in April. We should soon be coming
to the end of the rainy season here, and more
than grass and flowers are in full bloom...so are
my (Karen) allergies! When we come home
this summer for speaking, [ will be stocking up
on anti-histamines, as in a landlocked country
they are very expensive in pharmacies.

Cultural Bits

There are many churches in Rwanda. We wake up every Sunday morning to the singing from
the local church nearest us! Though we don’t know its exact location, we can hear it with the
typical sounds of loud keyboard pumping out the rhythm for the many choral voices, and the
loud amplified preaching, starting around 8am. Our last visit to the nearby Baptist church
happened to be during April (genocide memorial week/month) with few in attendance due to
mourning. This didn’t seem to have much effect on the volume, however, as Rwandans like
their music and preachers very loud. We had to move further from the front to find a quieter
place to listen!

In Kigali, small motorcycle taxis are one of the most prevalent forms of transportation for
individuals, and then there are the bus/mini-vans squishing in as many as is humanly possible.
The city also has a good car taxi service, catering to the wealthier crowd. Of course, all prices
are negotiable before you ride, dependant on skin colour and length of ride. Compared to other
African countries, ‘taxi-motos’ (motorcycle taxis) are organized and efficient. From our
Canadian/Belgian perspectives, they are a menace to the roads with their rapid weaving between
cars and obstacles. When a white driver has the unfortunate experience of connecting with one of
these taxi motorcycles, the driver will be obliged to pay for any repairs to the taxi-motorcycle
and the medical care of any injured passengers, regardless of whose fault it is. Our children are
forbidden to use this form of transportation, as they are the major cause of road accident injuries
and deaths in the city.
