Gato on the best part of ministering in Rwanda … 

“I am enjoying this job of development worker and working for 
reconciliation because I realize how people are changing their lives 
and getting their daily needs.  It is one of the things I praise the 
Lord for.  Seeing how people are coming together for reconciliation 
gives hope for my people and my country.” 

 
Gato on the hardest part of ministering in Rwanda … 

“The hardest part is to see change and reconciliation become 
sustainable.  To work with pastors who are living on one dollar a 

day is hard.  To empower Christians and the community from 
poverty is still hard when the need is so big.  It is hard finding 
houses and meeting other needs for survivors and those who are 
vulnerable.” 
 

Gato on what life is like in Rwanda … 

“The weather is good.  The environment is beautiful – Gorilla Park, 
thousands of hills, and other interesting scenery.  Foods include 
Irish potatoes, beans, peas, maize, cassava, different kinds of 
bananas, a lot of pineapple, passion fruit, milk, the best coffee in 

the world, tea, and fishes of our beautiful lake.  The people are 
collaborative and love guests.” 
 
Gato on how we can help … 

“The best way of helping us is to continue to support existing 
projects (i.e., HIV aids program, orphans and vulnerable children 
program, food security program, cooperatives program, schools, 
women literacy, reconciliation initiative) and do more training 
for our pastors on integral mission and help them to overcome their 

poverty where they could be the good example in words and 
deeds.”

“I am married and have seven children – four daughters and three

SERVE 2010 - Flin Flon, MB - July 11 to 17, 2010 

 
SERVE provides an opportunity for youth from across all 
Canadian Baptist churches to join together to serve a 

community in Western Canada.  This short mission trip gives 
youth a chance to meet each other, form friendships, and make 
a difference.  This year our youth will go to Flin Flon, a 
community of 6,000 in Northern Manitoba to paint, clean parks, 

do environmental projects, and generally do whatever needs to 
be done.  SERVE helps teens realize they can make a difference 
right here in Canada.  It makes a statement that our own 

communities matter. 
 
This outstanding ministry has an extensive history with our 
teens, churches, and outreach to the places they have visited.  

Much good work has been done.  Over the last five years, 45 out 
of our 170 churches and over 650 teens and their leaders have 
been involved with the SERVE/BWA summer project.  Great 

community has been experienced and grown amongst them.
