“Bruno and | moved to Rwanda in September of 2006 together
with our then 12 year old son, leaving behind our eldest
daughter who was recently married and our younger daughter,

“... the integrated activities of the
group in livestock and agriculture
are improving the lives of people.
The manure from the livestock
supports our agriculture, and the
production from the agriculture
supplements the grain for the
livestock. Meat is no longer a
Christmas special meal. We can
manage to eat meat from our
rabbits at least twice a month on
a regular basis. Before it was not
possible to bring people together
and do such great work because
people were feeling hopeless.”

“Claudine and her brother have
lived with an elderly aunt since
the death of their parents eight
years ago. Their aunt was not able
to support the cost of education in
Rwanda, which can be as much as
$150/trimester for secondary
students. Claudine was forced to
end her studies after completing
grade 10. She was chosen by her
community to participate in the
COH program when she was 17.
She has since learned to sew and
is active in a sewing cooperative
with other COH members, working
together to earn money. She is
hopeful that she will be able to
look after herself and contribute to
her family’s income. The program
has also encouraged Claudine to
be active in her local church and
to grow spiritually. She is a
motivated young lady, encoura-
ging others to be strong, to work
hard, and to grow in their faith.”
